? and rose up against Moses. With them were 250 Israelite men, well-
known community leaders who had been appointed members of the
cauncil,
2 They came as a group to oppose Moses and Aaron and said to them,
“You have gone too farl The whele community is holy, every one of
them, and the LORD is with them. Why then do you set yourselves
abuﬁ.ra the LORD'S assembly?”

When Moses heard this, he fell facedown.

® Then he said to Korah and all his followers: "In the momning the LORD
will show who belongs to him and who s holy, and he will have that
person come near him. The man he chooses he will cause to come near
hlm

You Korah, and all your followers are to do this: Take censers

" and tomorrow put fire and incense in them before the LORD. The man
the LORD chooses will be the one who is holy. You Levites have gone
too farl”

** Then Moses summoned Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab. But
they said, "“We will not comel

" Moses said to Korah, “You and all your followers are to appear before
the LORD tomarrow—you and they and Aaron.

? Each man is to take his censer and put incense in it—250 censers in
all—and present it before the LORD. You and Aaron are to present your
censem also,”

® S0 each man took his censer, put fire and incense in it, and stood with
Moses and Aaron at the entrance to the Tent of Meeting.

" When Korah had gathered all his followers in opposition to them at the
entrance to the Tent of Meeting, the glory of the LORD appeared to the
ent[r& assembly.

o % The LORD said to Moses and Aaran,

"Separate yourselves from this assambw 20 | can put an end to them
at once."

* But Moses and Aaron fell facedown and cried out, “O God, God of the
spirits of all mankind, will you be angry with the entire assembly when
unly one man sins?"

Then the LORD said to Moses,

* “Say to the assarnbly, 'Move away from the tents of Korah, Dathan
and Abiram.'

“ Moses got up and went to Dathan and Abiram, and the elders of Israel
followed him.

*® He warned the assembly, “Move back from the tents of these wicked
men! Do not touch anything belonging to them, or you will be swept
away because of all their sins."



" S0 they maoved away from the tents of Korah, Dathan and Abiram,
Dathan and Abiram had come out and were standing with their wives,
children and little ones at the entrances to their tents.

% Then Moses said, "This is how you will know that the LORD has sent
me to do all these things and that it was not my idea:

# If these men die a natural death and experlence only what usually
happens to men, then the LORD has not sent me.

! As soon as he finished saying all this, the ground under them split
apart

® They went down alive into the grave, with everything they owned; the
earth closed over them, and they perished and were gone from the
cummumt],r

3 At their cries, all the Israelites around them fled, shouting, "The earth
Is golng to swallow us tool”

And fire came out from the LORD and consumed the 250 men who
were offering the incense,

Acts 5:1-11
"Now a man named Ananias, together with his wife Sapphira, also sold
a piece of property.

% With his wife's full knowiedge he kept back part of the money for
hlmsalf but brought the rest and put it at the aposties’ feet.

? Then Peter said, "Ananias, how is it that Satan has so filled your heart
that you have lied to the Holy Spirit and have kept for yourself some of
the money you received for the land?

* Didn't it belang to you before it was sold? And after it was sold, wasn't
the money at your disposal? VWhat made you think of doing such a
thlng? You have not lied to men but to Ged.”

® When Ananias heard this, he fell down and died. And great fear seized
all who heard what had happened.

® Then the young men came forward, wrapped up his body, and carried
hlm out and buried him.

Dedication Of The Arthur Amundson Memorial

In the Old Testament God gave instructions on how
people were to bring their gifts, tithes and offering to
His house. Many of these gifts were used in the
erection of the Tabernacle and later the Temple in
Jerusalem. These gifts were brought both to honor
God and to remember God's gifts and grace, at
times representing thanks to God for the life of
individuals by family and friends.

People today do the same thing. They bring gifts
to Church, like ours, and acknowledge before God
and the world their thanks and gratitude for the life of
an individual or a special event in their life.

Today we are remembering once again the life and
death of one of our members, Arthur Amundson.
Arthur died just over 11 months ago, on Octlober 3,
2007 after many months of struggling with his
health.

We gathered five days later here in this Sanctuary to
say our official farewells during his funeral service.
Over the last eleven months his family and members
of the Wills and Memorial Committee and the Board
of Trustees discussed how to best utilize the gifts
that were given in Art's memory. After a time of
discussion and prayer they chose to provide
something that Art had wanted accomplished for
many years, the backlighting of the Stained Glass in
the center of the ceiling of the Virogua United
Methodist Church Sanctuary.
