The Virogua Missions Committee will again be collecting baby caps for the Annual
Conference In-Gathering in June. (The Annual Conference In-Gathering is a collection
of mission gifts brought to the annual meeting of Wisconsin United Mathodist pastors.)
These caps will be given to premature babies bom in mission hospitals. Last year our
church donated 123 baby hats! Please bring caps to the church by late May.

If you would like to make a baby cap, here are some instructions....

Preemie caps: we need preemie caps for our
mission hospitals in Africa and Haiti. Any knit or
crochet pattemn is fine, but here are afew sizesto
get you staried:

For all sizes You may knit the entire hat in ribbing
(k1,p1 or k2, p2 ) stitch. In stockinetie, knit to the
size needed. You may knit to a rectangle or within
one inch from the top, begin to decrease stitiches
oy knitting 2 stitches fogether (k2tog) every thres
stitches inthe remaining rows (k3, k2tog, rep).
Large Preemiz: Use 4 ply washable yarn and size
6 needies. Cast on 50 stiiches.1" rbbing (k1, p1).
3.54" stockinette. Total size: 4.5 to 5" long by 8"
wide.

Medium Preemie: Use 4 ply washable yarn and
size 6 needles. Cast on 44 stitches. 1" ribbing (k1,
p1) 3"-3.5" stockinette. Total size: 4-4.5" long by 7"
wide. :

Small Preamie: Use 3 ply yam and 4 or 5 size
needles. Cast on 40 stitiches. 1" ribbing an 2.5-3"
of stockinette, Total Size: 3.5-4" long by 6" wida.
